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Public Liability Benefits offered to the Arts Community

Regional Arts Victoria has expanded its membership structure so that Organisations and Individuals can become subscribers.  The membership structure of Regional Arts Victoria is set out in the attached page.

Public Liability Insurance premiums have risen dramatically over the past 3 years making it difficult for not for profit groups and individuals to secure cover of their activities.  Regional Arts Victoria has been able to assist organisations with the best possible premiums.  We are now pleased to announce that Regional Arts Victoria has purchased a policy that will provide public liability insurance for individual artists.  It will be available to practising artists only.  The cost of public liability insurance for $10 million cover is $190 per annum.  Cover for $20 million is also available.  

Before being able to access this scheme artists will have to become subscribers.

Brief details of insurance cover

(artists applying for P/L will be given full details)

Description of Cover

Legal liability for all amounts arising out of third party personal injury or property damage caused by an occurrence in connection with the business activities of the Insured including liability arising from the manufacture and/or distribution and/or sale of products.  This Policy is designed for cover individual registered members of Regional Arts Victoria, whilst conducting their business of Visual Arts and/or Crafts.

The following categories of arts acceptable under this insurance are as follows:

· Teaching provided the member does not have more than ten (10) students.

· Visual Artists, including 2D, 3D and installation artists working as Creative Personnel on community arts projects, public art contractors, private exhibitors.  

· Performing Artists including dancers, actors, physical theatre, musicians, in controlled stage performance settings as well as street theatre.

Limit of Liability

$20,000,000 or $10,000,000 for any one occurrence, but limited to $20,000,000 (or $10,000,000), for any one occurrence, in the aggregate in any one annual period of insurance in respect of products. 

Geographical Limits

Anywhere in Australia.

Deductible

$1,000 each and every claim in respect of property damage.

$50,000 goods in care, custody and control

Extension:

Principals Indemnity, Tenants Liability, Cross Liability, Personal Liability of Directors & Staff, Car Parking, Liabilities under Lease, Work away from own premises, Goods sold extension.
